SECTION II:      HAZARDOUS INGREDIENTS/IDENTITY INFORMATION

Polyester fabric is a solid organic polymer composed of carbon, hydrogen, and oxygen. There are no known physical or health hazards associated with the product itself.

Dacron polyester fiber, as supplied by Du Pont, has been tested for toxicity by skin tests on animals and humans and by feeding tests in animals. No toxic reactions have been observed. We have received no reports of adverse health effects from polyester fabric over many years of experience in our own plant and in customer operations.

There may be a possibility for certain potential hazards to result from the processing of this product. Although we cannot know of every conceivable processing condition, we feel you should be aware of this potential in general.

If in processing, there is a significant potential for the fiber in the fabric to become airborne, we recommend an airborne exposure limit of 10mg. fiber as particulate/m3 as an 8-hour time weighted average (TWA).

This product may contain up to 5% titanium dioxide (TI02) which is added to polyester fiber by Du Pont as a light scattering agent. When incorporated into the fiber, we do not believe TI02 presents any significant hazard. The applicable exposure limits for titanium dioxide as a dust are as follows:

SECTION VI:    HEALTH HAZARD DATA

Depending on the process it will be used for, polyester fiber in the fabric itself could become airborne. Any exposure to inhalable material should be minimized by the use of adequate ventilation, such as local exhaust, effective containment, and personal cleanliness.

Although the fabric itself presents no known health hazard, we recommend the following first aid procedures:


Eyes:
If irritation develops, flush eyes with water and contact a physician.


Skin:
Polyester fiber is not a skin irritant unless an individual might be allergic to fibers. If so, wash exposed area with soap and water. Contact a physician.


Ingestion:
Contact a physician.


Inhalation:
Remove individual to fresh air. Contact a physician.

SECTION VII:    PRECAUTIONS FOR SAFE HANDLING AND USE

This product requires no special spill handling procedures, or disposal methods.

This fabric is not readily biodegradable, nor radioactive. It contains no significant percentage of materials extractable in water so its effect on ground water in case of landfill should be negligible. It is stable in all recommended use environments.

Do not store this fabric near high heat or open flames.
